Window wall systems are glazing that is traditionally framed 

from slab to slab and employ a sil l  tank or receptor for 

drainage as well as a head receptor to accommodate live-

load movement of the building structure.  Window wall sys-

tems are commonly used in ribbon window configurations 

or punched openings.
